In living up to that positioning, the Center 
recently engaged nonproþts and other sector 
partners in a Town Hall Meeting to discuss 
raising the proþle of  the nonproþt sector and 
engaging the sector in a closer relationship 
with public ofþcials. Our Town Hall Meeting 
included a conversation with Dallas Mayor 
Tom Leppert at which our audience and the 
Mayor openly engaged each other in a dynamic 
dialogue about critical issues facing the sector 
and strategies to improve them. These key 
issues arose:
1.	 Find innovative ways to address key social 

service issues.
2.	 Increase entrepreneurial skill and spirit to 

strengthen the sector.
3.	 Work with the City to improve visibility 

and communication about nonproþts. 

4.	 Engage more nonproþt and community 
partnerships.

5.	 Develop key messages about the economic 
and social impact of  the nonproþt sector.

In an effort to raise the proþle of  the sector, 
a Public Awareness and Support Task Force 
has been formed with the charge of  mapping 
out a successful North Texas campaign to 
create greater awareness of  the vital work of  
nonproþts and our important impact on the 
economic, business development and social 
vitality of  our communities. 

The Center is on an exciting and transformational 
journey right now. As we deliver on our 
mission to increase the performance and 
impact of  nonproþts we are engaged in 
the rewarding work of  building stronger 
communities. We know this will not happen 
unless nonproþts are headed in the right 
direction and can operate efþciently and 
effectively and secure the resources to ensure 
organizational sustainability.

This is a great work in which the Center is 
engaged. We take it seriously. We work hard 
to deserve the trust that others place in us to 
make a difference inside their organizations so 
they can be more effective in the community.
